Recital Videotaping:
[bookmark: _GoBack]Ms Joan and Ms Shontya’ will allow videotaping for recital purposes the week of March 21st. If you have a young dancer or this is your child’s first time on stage, this is an excellent opportunity to record the class piece with the teacher so the child can review the piece at home. The option to record the class piece is entirely up to the teacher, so if your child’s teacher does not think it necessary for the class piece to be recorded, please do not videotape the class without the teacher’s permission. 

Bring a Friend to Class Week:
Calling all dancers! March 28-31 is Bring a Friend to Class Week! If you have friends who dance, bring them into class, no charge! This event is open to all levels. Please make sure your friend takes the appropriate class level (don’t bring a beginning dancer to an advanced class). This is a great opportunity to show your friends why you love dancing with us!

Reminders about Tuition:
Your monthly tuition payment is actually one-tenth of your total tuition fee for the year. This seems to confuse some of our families, especially this time of year when the studio is closed for the holidays, etc. You are billed the same amount every month, no matter how many weeks of classes are in a given month because the annual tuition fee is calculated and then divided evenly into ten monthly payments.

Reregistration:
Reregistration will start May 4. Starting thinking about what classes your dancer will like to take next year. You will have the opportunity to meet with Ms Joan to discuss your child’s class preference and the best path for his/her development.

Email Notifications:
We send the majority of our communication through email.
